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Teachers In a fix as State vet to
“act on UGC’s FIP guidelines

T heir career progression hinges on participation in FIPs

A year after University
Grants Commission (UGC)
renamed its ‘orientation pro-
gramme’ conducted for new-
ly-recruited faculty in colleg-
es and other institutions of
higher learning through its
Human Resource Develop-
ment Centres as ‘Faculty In-
duction Programme (FIP),

the Department of Higher
Education in Tamil Nadu has
not yet issued an order to
that effect, much to the cha-
grin of a section of young
teachers for whom career
progression hinges on their
participation in the month-
long programme.

Unlike in the case of
‘orientation programmes’
that used to last for three
weeks, the FIPs being of
lengthier duration requires
teachers to obtain the official
sanction of month-long leave
from the heads of their res-

pective institutions.

But the Regional Joint Di-
rectorates of Collegiate Edu-
cation whom the colleges ap-
proach for sanction of leave
for the month-long duration
have not been able to act on
the requests in the absence
of an official order from the
government. The higher
education department still
follows the pattern of grant-
ing leave for three weeks,
causing anxiety to teachers,
according to representatives
of teacher welfare
organisations.

Last year, the teachers at-
tending FIPs had to give an
undertaking to the colleges
that they would forego their
leave from the ‘Earned
Leave/ Privilege Leave’ pro-
vision: for the additional
week.

This time around, the as-
sociations have approached
the government for a deci-
sive order, but are uncertain

if there will be any outcome
before the next government
assumes charge.

The associations, sources
in the Higher Education De-
partment said, have also
urged the government to
take cognisance of the UGC’s
communication on reducing
the duration of refresher
courses from three weeks to
two weeks, and for conduct-
ing these programmes on
online platform, through of-
ficial orders, as in other
States.

“These programmes de-
vised for professional en-
richment of teachers envis-
age their participation in a
positive frame of mind and a
sense of confidence. The un-
certainty that prevails
among the faculty over tak-
ing part in the programmes
must be removed,” S. Sen-
thilnathan, Director, UGC-
HRDC, Bharathidasan Un-
iversity, said.

NOT all colleges in Tiruchy
will re-open even as the gov-
ernment allowed resumption
of classes in a phased manner.
Classes for final year PG stu-
dents would resume on Decem-
ber 2 and final year UG on De-
cember 7.Colleges have been
directed to accommodate one
student in a room in hostels.

Institutions like the Nation-
al College and Bharathidasan
University will reopen on De-
cember 7. Authorities said
they can accommodate one
student in a room as only final
year students are allowed.

The house keeping staff
were busy sanitising rooms
and removing additional cots
to discourage room sharing by
the students. SP Anand, offi-
cial in charge of National Col-
lege hostel, said, “There are
only 110 final year students
and we have more than 120
rooms. So, until further orders
we can easily accommodate
the students.”

A section of parents, how-
ever, expressed concern about
sending students to classes. A
faculty in a women’s college
said, “Parents seem to be wor-
ried that students would share
rooms anyway. They are ask-
ing an assurance that students
would stay in their rooms
only.” However, they added
that the college could host one
student per room if only final
year students were to come.

Trichy: When many city
colleges are planning to
conduct end semester ex-
amination for final year un-
dergraduate and post gra-
duate students, National
College Trichy (NCT), an
autonomous arts and scien-
ce college, has decided to
conduct the exam offline in
pen and paper mode from
September21.

The .college manage-
ment says since students ci-
ted several difficulties in at-
tending online classes, it
would not be feasible to con-
duct the examination also
online. “Since most stu-
dents come from rural are-
as, many of them do not ha-
ve access to gadgets. Such
students will be disappoin-
ted if examinationsareheld
in online mode,” said NCT
principal R Sundararaman.

“We will follow the
norms laid down by the sta-
te government for Covid-19.
After Unlock 4.0, govern-
ment has significantly ea-
sed restrictions and even
public transport is being
operated,” he said.

New Delhi: UGC on Wednes-
day issued the standard oper-
ating procedures (SOPs) for
universities and higher edu-
cation institutions for con-
ductingexaminationsinview
of the Covid19 outbreak.
While reiterating that higher
education institutionshaveto
conduct examinations for on-
ly the final year students, the
regulatory authority said
measures like sanitisation of
the entire examination floors
have tobeensured and admit/
identity cards should be treat-
ed as pass for movement.

The Commission had on
Monday given time to univer-
sities toconduct thefinal year
exams by September-end in
offline (penand paper), online
or blended mode and as per
the prescribed guidelines re-
lated to the Covid-19 pandem-
ic. The SOPs issued by UGC
list out 31 measures to be tak-
en during the examination
process, starting from move-
ment of students and staff to
the “theend of the day” proto-
cols.

It has asked universities
to abide by the guidelines is-
sued by the central and re-
spective state governments

while giving them a free hand
to frame “stricter provisions
and ‘guidelines, if they find
necessary.

As per the SOPs, after ev-
ery session, the examination
floors and candidates’ seating
areas including desks and
chairs, door handles, staircas-
es, railings and wheelchairs
should be disinfected. Also
fresh masks and gloves are to
be used by exam functionar-
ies after staff verification is
done.

There is a separate set of
protocolsfor staff-verification
which will entail each func-
tionary giving a self-declara-
tionabouthealth status, wear-
ing of masks and gloves at all
times.

Laptops planned for 40% of college students; govt schools to get ICT facilities

With the social inequity in
online education coming to
the fore due to the COVID-19
pandemic, the Centre has
proposed long-term mea-
sures to bridge the divide, in-
cluding plans to distribute
laptops or tablets to 40% of
all college and university stu-
dents over the next five
years, and to equip all go-
vernment schools with infor-
mation and communication
technology (ICT).

In a presentation to the Fi-
nance Commission on Mon-
day, the School Education
Department also estimated it
would need to spend upto 1
lakh per school for sanitisa-
tion and quarantine mea-

" sures in preparation for the
safe reopening of schools
that have been shut due to
the pandemic.

Basic measures
The measures would include
ensuring basic water, sanita-
tion and hygiene (WASH) fa-
cilities, safe drinking water,
availability of alcohol rub/
sanitiser, disinfectant, clean-
ing material and equipment
for temperature checking.
Funds for these measures

are being provided under
the composite grant for
schools, ranging between
¥25,000 for small schools
with less than 100 students
and %1 lakh for schools with
over a thousand students,
according to the presenta-
tion to the Commision.

ty mobilisation to sensitise
parents, students and local
leaders, as well as a sum of
